EDITORIAL POLICY OF THE JOURNAL

“The Arctic: ecology and economy” is a scientific, infor-
mational and analytic periodical print journal covering
the main problems and achievements of domestic and
foreign sciences in the field of study, development and
ecology of the Russian Arctic area and in the whole Arctic.

The main purpose of the Journal is to provide the broad
strata of the scientific community, employees of federal
and regional legislative and executive bodies, research
and production enterprises, students, graduate students
and businessmen with the opportunity to get acquainted
with the results of scientific research and applied develop-
ments on key issues of study and economic development
of the Arctic, as well as the preservation of its unique
ecology. The comprehensive coverage of the relevant is-
sues of Arctic exploration and development favours the
creation of scientific basis for justification of the gov-
ernment decisions on domestic and international Arctic
issues and economic activities in the Arctic Ocean and
adjacent areas. The study of ecological and geographical
factors that can reduce risks in the development of the
Arctic regions also has an important place here.

The Journal publishes the original articles of scientists
and specialists of research organizations, higher educa-
tional institutions, industrial enterprises and administra-
tive structures of Russia, as well as foreign authors on
urgent problems of the Arctic.

The Journal is sent to specialized research organiza-
tions and universities, federal and regional executive and
legislative authorities, interested enterprises and orga-
nizations, as well as to authors of publications. Part of
the circulation is distributed by subscription through the
Federal subscription catalogs, “Press of Russia” and “Post
of Russia". The Journal is not distributed by retail.

The journal is included in the list of leading peer-re-
viewed periodical scientific publications in which the
Higher Attestation Commission recommends publishing
the papers reflecting the main scientific content of candi-
date and doctoral dissertations. It is included in the Rus-
sian Scientific Citation Index (RINC). The full-text version
of the Journal on the Internet is published on the website
http://arctica-ac.ru.
